Procedures and Information
Driver Eligibility

Drivers must be currently licensed by a recognized sanctioning body.  You must bring your license or certificate to the track.  There will be a mandatory Drivers’ Meeting on the morning of the event.  

Safety
All drivers must be equipped as required by the organization that issued their license. Minimum equipment must be as follows:

Driving suits that cover the body from neck to ankles to wrists, manufactured of fire resistant material and worn with underwear and socks of fire resistant material.  Suits rated SFI 3-2A/5 may be worn without fire resistant underwear. Crash helmets approved by Snell with  SA-2000 or better certification. Gloves and shoes made of leather or fire resistant material.  Drivers with beards/mustaches must wear face shields of fire resistant material.  Hair protruding from a driver’s helmet must be completely covered by fire resistant material.  Drivers of open cars must wear goggles or full-faced shields and must use arm restraints.  

Vehicle Requirements

ALL cars must be race cars, with current log books, that meet current SCCA, NASCAR, PCA Club Racing or BMW Club Racing safety requirements.  It is the Driver’s responsibility to ensure the car meets all safety requirements.  Participants must complete the Logbook portion of the Inspection Form and sign.  Bring your logbook, helmet, and car to the track Tech Inspection.

Flags, Hand Signals, and On Track Demeanor

It is expected that every driver meeting the eligibility requirements for these sessions is familiar with the meaning of all flags and hand signals.  We expect absolute compliance with any flag displayed at any corner.  A driver who fails to observe the flag signals will be expelled from the event. If you are unclear about the meaning of any flag, consult a Turn One staff member.  If you spin or go off-course, it is expected that you will signal a corner worker to indicate that you are all right. It is also expected that you will immediately go into the pits so your car can be checked for damage. Anyone engaging in any kind of un-sportsman-like conduct will be prohibited from participating in any further activities at the track for the remainder of the day. 

Manned Stations

EMS/Fire-Rescue personnel and corner workers will be on station.  Any car that becomes disabled should be driven off track to a safe place and wait for the flat tow or wrecker for assistance.

Entering and Exiting the Pits

All cars will enter and exit the pits in a safe and orderly manner.  This means NO heavy acceleration in the pit lane.  Pit Lane speed limit is 30 MPH from entry to exit.  Stay to the left of the yellow line on the track when exiting pit lane.

Fuel

100 Octane Unleaded, 110 Octane Leaded and 112 Octane Leaded is available for sale at the track gas station.  When refueling in the paddock or pits a Fire Watch with fire extinguisher is required.  Please do not refuel on any asphalt surface.

Support Crew

Support crew people are responsible for their own safety and should pay attention to traffic in the paddock and pits.  The paddock speed limit is 10 MPH for all vehicles.  No person under 16 years of age is permitted in the pits or corners at anytime. 

DAMAGE TO RACE TRACK PROPERTY

Any damage incurred to race track property, and/or supplies used, will be billed to the responsible party.  Failure to comply with payment may result in legal action and expulsion from the facility. 

RECYCLING

CMP asks that all trash be placed in the trash barrels provided in the paddock and pit areas.  You will be billed for any items left at the track that must be disposed of by a disposal company; tires, batteries, fuel barrels, fiberglass, scrap metal, etc.  Dump waste oil into yellow 55-gallon drums marked “Oil” and anti-freeze waste into blue 55-gallon drums marked “Anti-Freeze”.  These drums are located in the paddock near the restrooms.
